                 In this bunch of writ petitions, challenge is to the vires of Punjab Tax on Entry of Goods into Local Areas Act, 2000 (for short, the Act'). Since it is stated by learned counsel for the parties that identical petitions including C.W.P. No. 15378 of 2008 are already pending, these petitions may be listed for hearing with the said petitions.
                  We have heard learned counsel for the parties on prayer for interim relief.

                 Learned counsel for the petitioners placing reliance upon an order passed by this Court in C.M. No. 2467 of 2011 in C.W.P. No. 15378 of 2008 Bhushan Power & Steel Limited v. The State of Punjab and others,  on 28.3.2011 submitted that as the petitioners in these writ petitions are also similarly placed, interim order in the same terms be passed in the present petitions.

                 Learned counsel for the State fairly submitted that the issue involved in the present petitions is identical to one which was under consideration before this Court in Bhushan Power & Steel Limited's case (supra).

                  Once it is not in dispute that the issues involved in the bunch of petitions and Bhushan Power & Steel Limited's case (supra) are similar, in our opinion the petitioners in the bunch of writ petitions deserve to be granted interim relief in terms of Bhushan Power & Steel Limeted's case (supra).

                  We are further of the view that to avoid multiplicity of litigation, the State Government may evolve an appropriate mechanism by way of issuing a general circular in terms of  the interim order passed by this court to deal with all similarly placed persons, as far as possible on or before 30.04.2011."
