MEMORANDUM

Following procedure will be followed  at the time of issuance of TEG-III Form to the dealer and during transportation of goods for job work  for availing exemption from payment of entry tax :-

(i)
The Punjab dealer importing the goods liable for the payment of entry tax into the State for job work will ensure that duly filled three copies of    TEG-III form are accompanying the vehicle when it reaches the ICC and are produced before the T.I. on duty.

(ii)
The T.I. will verify and put his seal and signature in the appropriate columns of  all the three copies of TEG-III forms and will keep the original copy of the ICC. The duplicate copies will be handed over to the dealer/driver of the vehicle.

(iii) When, after completing the job  work the goods are sent back, the duplicate and triplicate copies mentioning the details of the job work completed will be produced at the ICC again. The T.I. at the ICC will match the duplicate and triplicate copies with the original copy kept with him, will sign the duplicate and triplicate copies, keep the duplicate copy at the ICC and hand over the third copy to the dealer/driver.

(iv) The original and duplicate copy submitted at the ICC will be sent to the respective districts by Incharge of the concerned ICC. Third copy will be retained by Punjab dealer.

(v) The Punjab dealer availing this facility will ensure that the same ICC from which he has imported the goods is used to send back the goods. In case the goods imported through ICC, Shambu(Import), they will be sent back via ICC, Shamboo(Export). The AETC, Incharge of the ICC, Shambu (Import) will ensure that the original copies of the TEG-III forms collected will be handed over the AETC, ICC Shambu (Export) within 24 hours.

(vi) The dealer availing this facility will maintain register for TEG-III forms as prescribed under Rules and put serial number from this register on every TEG-III form.

You are, therefore,  directed to follow the above procedure and also a copy of this letter to be provided to every dealer who approaches for using this facility.
