Notice inviting applications for the allotment of retail sale licenses of Punjab Medium Liquor (L-14A) and Indian Made Foreign Liquor (L-2) in Punjab and whole-sale vend of Bhang in the District of Hoshiarpur for the year 2009-10.



It is notified for the information of general public that the applications for retail sale of PML (L-14A) and IMFL(L-2) in Punjab and wholesale vend of Bhang in Hoshiarpur  district  are invited for the year 2009-10.

The application forms can be obtained from the offices of the respective Asstt. Excise and Taxation Commissioners on payment of Rs. 9000/- for single unit, Rs. 16000/- for group of two units, Rs. 24000/- for group of three units, Rs. 32000/- for group of four units and Rs. 40000/- for group of five units (Non-refundable and Non-adjustable) in cash against proper receipt. The Asstt. Excise and Taxation Commissioner shall authenticate the application forms, before issue, with his signature and official stamp. 

2. Application forms are also available on the web-site of the department (www.pextax.com) and could be downloaded only on white paper of  A-3 size. An applicant submitting application down-loaded through internet shall be required to pay the application fee as mentioned at Sr. No. 1 at the time of submitting the application in the office of the Asstt. Excise and Taxation Commissioner, district incharge.

3. The serial number mentioned on the receipt issued by the office of Asstt. Excise and Taxation Commissioner shall be treated as number assigned to that application. In the case of those application forms downloaded from the internet, Asstt. Excise and Taxation Commissioner will allot a number to the applicant when he comes for submission of the application.

4. The applications are to be furnished separately for each licensing Unit or a group of licensing unit. 

5. A single person may file any number of separate applications for particular unit or group of licensing units.

An applicant shall attach demand draft/ banker’s cheque/ pay order or other pre paid Bank instruments of Rs. 1.00 lac alongwith the application in the shape of earnest money in Municipal Corporation areas and Rs. 50000 in all other areas. The balance part of 5% security which may be furnished in the shape of earnest money i.e. 5% minus Rs. 1.00 lac in Municipal Corporation areas and 5% minus Rs. 50000 other areas shall be deposited on the day of draw of lots. Applications, not accompanied by earnest money, shall not be entertained. The amount of earnest money shall be treated as security from the successful applicant. The earnest money shall be refundable to the un-successful applicant(s). The amount of earnest money would, however, be forfeited in case, the successful applicant does not deposit the other dues or refuses to accept the license(s) allotted to him. 




A successful applicant shall be required to deposit fifteen percent of the license fee, fixed for the licensing Unit as security. Amount furnished as earnest money shall be adjusted towards security. Out of remaining ten percent amount, the five percent shall have to be deposited within 48 hours, balance 5% within three days of the draw of lots or by 31st of March whichever is earlier.”
7.      License fee and quota of licensing units have been fixed separately. The details thereof could be obtained from the offices of the Asstt. Excise and Taxation Commissioners of the respective districts. 

8.      In case the number of applications are more than the number of licensing units or group of licensing units to be allotted in a given area the allotment shall be made by draw of lots to be conducted by a Committee consisting of the Asstt. Excise and Taxation Commissioner (District Incharge), Excise and Taxation Officer (Excise) and EI/ETI of the respective district in the presence of the applicants who wish to be present at the venue fixed for draw of lots. 

9.      After the draw of lots, the list of successful allottees shall be displayed at a conspicuous place in the offices of the Asstt. Excise and Taxation Commissioners in the respective districts.

10.      All the licenses shall be granted by the Deputy Excise and Taxation Commissioners/ Collectors incharge of the divisions on the recommendation of the Committee headed by Asstt. Excise and Taxation Commissioner. 

11.      The application in the prescribed form alongwith earnest money mentioned in para No. 6 in the form of demand draft, banker’s cheque, pay order and other pre paid Bank instruments alongwith the supporting documents, as required, must reach the office of the Asstt. Excise and Taxation Commissioners of the districts, by 5.00P.M. on 16.03.2009. No application would be entertained thereafter. The draw of lots would be held on 20.03.2009 at 9.00 AM at the venues to be notified separately.                     .

12.      If the number of applications for any particular area are less than the number of units, then the re-grouping of vends, if required, will be done by the Excise and Taxation Commissioner and the same will be notified on 19-3-2009 by 5.00 P.M. for which the last date of submission of applications will be 24-3.2009 by 5.00 P.M. and it will be put to draw of lots on 25.3.2009 at 11.00 A.M. at notified places.
13.      Ihatas shall be allowed in the premises adjoining all the L-2 vends on application in urban and rural areas on payment of prescribed fee. A license in form L-5E shall be allowed on optional basis for the sale of draught beer and wine.

14.      Beer shall also be sold on all L-14A vends.

15.      The retail vends of IMFL (L-2) shall receive supplies of liquor from the wholesale vends of IMFL (L-1) and of PML (L-14-A) from the wholesale vends of PML (L-13).
16.      All provisions of Punjab Excise Act, 1914 and Rules/ Orders framed there-under shall be applicable.

Information regarding details of the licensing units or group of licensing units and the details of the L-14A and/or L-2 vends forming a licensing unit, annual quota of PML and/or IMFL, annual license fee and other details can be obtained from the offices of Asstt. Excise and Taxation Commissioners of the districts concerned on any working day between 9.00 AM to 5.00PM from 2.03.2009 onwards.
